STEP 3: Attach Front Braces to Side Frames 
Secure them with M8 Flange Nuts and Screws 
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STEP 4: Install Casters 
Secure them with M6 Flange Nuts and Screws 

STEP 5A: Shelves Installation (Front Mount) 
Secure them with #10-32 Screws 

STEP 5B: Shelves Installation (Side Mount) 
Secure them with M6 Cage Nuts and M6 Screws 
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STEP 6: Mount the rack to the wall 
(optional) 

STEP 7: Equipment Installation 
Install Cage Nuts for Equipment Installation 

Attach the rack to a wall or other suitable mounting 
surface using appropriate anchors. The included Anchors 
(11) are intended for use on a concrete wall. The 
mounting holes are spaced 16" (406.4mm) and 12’’ 
(304.8mm).  

From the inside of the mouting rail, insert one flange of 
the cage nut through the square opening, then compress 
the cage nut to allow the remaining flange to fit through. 
Each flange should engage one side of the square 
opening and be visible on the outer surface of the 
mounting rail. After installing the cage nuts, use 
mounting screws and plastic washers to secure your 
equipment to the rack.
